Fl oyd Hoke-M Il er, who contri buted
regularly to the Amateur Conputeri st
fromits first issue, wll make no
new contributions. On April 29, 1990,
at age 91, he died.

Yes!
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Floyd was very excited by the
Amat eur Conputerist. He had for many
years predicted that the next revo-
[ ution of inportance for the whol e of
human soci ety woul d be the cybernetic
revol ution, the successful narriage
of workers, conputers and t he machi n-
ery of production. Floyd said such a
revolution would nake possible the
shortening of the required work tine
for each worker. Floyd was a |oya
contributor to every issue of the
Amat eur Conput eri st because he sawit
as the harbinger of the fight of
workers for their share of the tech-
nol ogi cal kitty that conputers make
possi bl e. He al so was convi nced t hat
only those true to the appreciation
of the crucial role of the "amateur"
coul d nake any i nportant contribution
to the advance of this technol ogy.

Fl oyd's funeral was held on May 2,
1990. A nunber of his Pioneer friends
coul d not attend because of their own
ill health. But to its shane, the
Uni on for which he fought so | ong and
so hard sent not one representative,
not from the UAW International, not
fromRegi on 1C, not even fromhis own
Local 659. It is a sad coment on the
state of today's UAW

The follow ng eul ogy was read at
t he service before the funeral

Floyd's friend and fell ow sit-down

pi oneer Ken Malone said that each
century produces only one or two
truly great nmen. And that Floyd was

and productive life. And the cause of
the working class isinfinitely bett-
er because of it.

COVPUTER EDUCATI ON AND
GOVERNVENT REGULATI ON

The Amat eur Conputeri st newsletter
was started because of the problens
that workers at the Ford Rouge Pl ant
had trying to have conputer program
m ng education. State, federal, and
contractual funds were available to
pay for the conputer education, but
t he cl asses were di sconti nued and t he
nmoney diverted to other illegitimte
sources now acknowl edged by the
school officials to have been unl aw
ful, and by the Prosecutor of Wyne
County and the Attorney GCeneral of
M chigan to be unconstitutional. (See
vol 2, no 4)

Thr oughout the publication of the
Amat eur Conputerist, there has been
an effort to continue to sort out
what the problem was that prevented
this public and contractual funding
fromproviding the kind of technica
education it was intended for.

For the past few years, there has
been a | oud public rel ations canpai gn
claimng that there is federal
state, company and uni on support for
needed wor ker education. Yet all this
hoopla has proven to be a snoke
screen for the msuse of public edu-
cation funds since there are no nan-
datory penalties for the msuse of
t hese funds.

Just like the deregulation of the
airlines and the banks, so the cur-
rent efforts to | oosen even nore the
laws requiring accountability of
public education funds can only re-
sult in a disastrous fiasco.

Currently, in the upcom ng Con-
gressional and State elections in
M chigan, there are a nyriad of pro-
posals <clainming to inprove the
school s and to nmake nore public funds
avai | abl e for education.

But what has becone evident is
that the regulations regarding the
spendi ng of public education noneys
are so lax, that the noney is easy
prey for unscrupul ous m suse by ei-
ther public officials, union or com
pany officials, or whoever has the



political clout to receive the funds.

Thus the |egislature has passed
delusive laws that allow for the
pl entiful spending of public educa-
tion funds, but provide only weak
mechani snms of oversi ght regarding the
actual use of the funds, or of recov-
ery when the funds are msused. In
fact, public officials who m suse the
funds are rewarded rat her than penal -
ized, thus ensuring that the funds
can only be m sused.

Consequently, until there are much
stronger |laws governing the m suse
and penalty for that m suse of public
education funds, any effort to in-
crease the funds available only add
nore wine to a pitcher with a hole in
t he bottom

Thus the problens experienced in
conti nui ng conmput er educati on cl asses
at the Ford Rouge Plant had to do
wth state legislators and federa
congressnen who were wlling to pass
delusive laws which in fact nmake
| egiti mate conmputer education inpos-
sible. And instead of tightening the
current regul ati ons and nmaki ng har sh-
er penalties for those who violate

them current state |egislators and
U S. Congressmen are obediently
following the siren's call of big

corporations to deregulate public
education funds. The devel opnment of
the conputer requires increased and
ti ghtened regul ati ons, not deregul a-
tion of education funding. Wthout
strong and vi gorously enforced public
| aws guarding the msuse of public
education funds, fraud and abuse nake
i npossi bl e the kind of conputer pro-
granm ng classes originally offered
at the Dearborn Engi ne Pl ant. Deregu-
| ation of public education, whether
it is called the Job Training Part-
nership Act, at the federal |evel, or
credit card adult education at the
state level, can only result in
fraudul ent use of public education
funds and the constant deterioration
of public educati on.

Letter from Superi ntendent
May 3, 1990

Dear Ms. Hauben
This responds to your letter dated
March 1, 1990. It is reasonably obvi -

ous given our many responses to you
and your husband, that nuch tinme and
effort has been devoted to the nmany
charges and concerns regarding the

Dearborn Public Schools and their
educational program with the Ford
Mot or Conpany. Conpilation of this

dat a has necessitated numerous hours
on the part of staff of the Legisl a-
ture, the Departnment of Education and
O fice of the Attorney General. You
have participated in several neetings
and have been i nfornmed of the concl u-
sions that were reached. A nunber of
i ssues you rai sed have been addressed
and appropriate corrective actions
have been taken. Sone of the remain-
ing i ssues are outside of the purview
of the Departnent of Educati on.

You have made very serious all ega-
tions against nunmerous public offi-
cials, including staff of their De-
partnment. |, for one, stand by the
actions and recommendations of ny
staff, who are highly regarded pro-
fessionals with extensive experience
i n overseeing very conpl ex prograns.

As you previous have been i nforned

on several occasions, your appeals
Wi thin the Departnent have been ex-
hausted. My conclusion is that the

statutes and regul ati ons surroundi ng
t he programhave been nmet. Therefore,
further action will not be taken by
t he M chi gan Depart nent of Educati on.

OPEN LETTER TO SUPERI NTENDENT BEM S

Your response to ny letter of
March 1, 1990 shows that there is an
official coverup going on of the
illegal use of public funds in adult

education and worker education pro-
grans |like the one at the Ford Rouge
Compl ex in Dearborn Mchigan. It is
further clear that until the public
isinformed of the illegal activities
involved in these situations, no way
can be found to correct the situa-
tion.

Your response of May 1, 1990 is
only a continuation of the coverup:

1) Your letter nentions many "re-
sponses”, "time and effort" spent



regarding the illegal expenditure of
funds, yet | have received only this
May 1, 1990 response from you and
have no evidence of any tinme nor
effort spent by your departnent on
this issue. The normal procedure the
departnment previously followed, of
assigning a conplaint to a nenber of
the departnent, interviewng the
conpl ai nant and then i ssuing a formnal
report listing each of the allega-
tions and the conclusions of the
i nvestigation regarding the allega-
tions, has never been foll owed by the
departnment. Instead | have only re-
ceived this evasive letter denying
that there is a problem

2) You nention neetings | have
attended and that | have been in-
formed of your conclusions at those
nmeetings. Yet there has been only 1
meeting with you, and one wth somne-
one el se on your staff, and the only
conclusion | have been informed of is
that there is no problem that your
view is that the programis "wonder -
ful" and that there was "nothing to
i nvestigate."

3) Your
remai ni ng
purvi ew of

letter states that the
issues are outside the
t he Departnment of Educa-
tion, yet you do not say what the
remai ning issues are, nor who has
authority to deal with them

4) Your letter states that you
will stand by officials of your de-
partnment. Does that nean that there
is illegal activity that you know
t hey have been involved in and that
you have agreed to cover up? O her-
wi se why would you need to stand by
them rather than having a thorough
i nvestigation into what has happened
to prevent the illegal expenditures
of public education funds from bei ng
frankly admitted and rectification
provi ded.

5) Your letter states that stat-
utes and regul ati ons have been net.
What statutes and regul ati ons are you
referring to? Wy is there no state-
ment of what these statutes and regu-
| ations are, despite the fact that
they were specifically referred to in
the conplaint filed with the Depart -
ment of Educati on.

6) There is now an effort by the
Governor and some representatives in

the State Legislature to get rid of
the State Board of Education. Yet it
seens fromthe current coverup by the
State Departnent of Education that
the problem is not that the State
Board has too nmuch power, but that in
fact the laws are too weak regarding
recovery and punishnment of illegal
use of public education funds and
that the State Board of Education
needs additional |laws to provide t hem
with the ability to oversee the State
Departnent of Education. The current
| aws gi ve only the Governor the right

to deal with this problem despite
the fact that the State Board of
Education, according to the State

Constitution, is supposed to be in
charge of oversight of public educa-
tion and adult educationin the State
of M chi gan.

Thus | have witten the attached
letter to Governor Blanchard regard-
ing the m suse of public funds as the
power to oversee the m suse of public
funds resides in his office. But the
necessary investigation into the
coverup of the illegal expenditure of
funds at the Ford Rouge Conplex is
still needed to be able to find how
to stop the diversion of education
funds fromthe K-12 programinto the
hands of private conmpani es and ot her
illegal uses.

Letter to Governor
June 23, 1990
Dear Governor Bl anchard,

I n Septenber 1984, | was hired as
a teacher of conputer programm ng
cl asses intended for hourly workers
at the Ford Rouge Plant. | worked at
the Dearborn Engine Plant for 2-1/2
years. But the illegal use of public
and federal funds and the docunented
viol ati ons of state and federal regu-
| ati ons governing these funds nade
such cl asses inpossible and resulted
inthe cancellation of these comnputer
cl asses.

State and federal education funds
have been used and are still being
used in forbidden ways to pay for a
private | abor rel ations schene



clothed with the cover of "public
education.” For the past 4 or 5 years
| have been trying to have this ille-
gal and wunconstitutional situation
rectified. But |I've gotten no where.

| amwiting to you wwth regard to
this run around. | have uncovered t he
refusal to undertake mandatory recov-

ery of msused public and federal
education funds on the part of the
State Departnent of Education, the

Attorney CGeneral and the Wayne County
Prosecutor's Ofice.

Under MCLA 21.47, you have the
power to renove public officials from
of fice who refuse to conply with the
obligation to recover m sspent public
funds and to prosecute the public
officials involved. MCLA 21.47 says:
"Refusal or neglect to conply wth
the requirenents of this section on
the part of the attorney general, or
on the part of the prosecuting attor-
ney of any county in the state shall
be sufficient cause for his renoval
from office by the governor." | am
requesting that your office begin an
i medi ate investigation into this
matter and take the necessary appro-
priate action with regard to the
mandat ory recovery of m sspent public
and federal education funds and to
penal i ze the public officials respon-
si bl e.

This illegal activity was origi-
nally brought to the attention of the
Attorney Ceneral's office in Decem
ber, 1986, and to the attention of
t he Wayne County Prosecutor's O fice
on February 19, 1987. Subsequently,
t hese public officials were presented
with docunentary evidence of the
admtted illegal paynment of over
$20,000 of state aid and federal
funds to a union via the bills show
ing the illegal payoff, as well as
the adm ssion of the payoff in a
court suit filed by the Garden City
Public Schools in Wayne County Cir-
cuit Court 86-634695CZ. The Prosecu-
tor's office advised that this situa-
tion had to be dealt with by the
Attorney General's office. And the
Asst. Attorney Ceneral in charge of
Education insisted that it was neces-
sary to make a conplaint to the State
Depart nment of Education to get recti-
fication. He wote: "If your claimis

that a school district inproperly
expended public funds, you should
make that conplaint inwiting to the
M chi gan Departnment of Education in
Lansi ng, M chigan, providing as nmuch
docunent ati on as possi ble. The M chi -

gan Departnent of Education wll
inquire into your conplaint, to the
extent it deens appropriate, and

share its review with this office.”
(Letter fromGCeral d Young dated April
17, 1987)

In 1986, a conplaint was initiated
with the State Departnment of Educa-
tion by talking with the Consultant
at the Wayne County Internedi ate
School District about the problem A
formal witten conplaint was submt-
ted in 1988. Thus far there has been
no report witten detailing the alle-
gations nor show ng any i nvestigation
into them In addition, there is now
over 800 pages of public testinony at
the M chigan Enploynent Relations
Comm ssion in Case No. 86 K-291 ad-
mtting to the illegal use of public
funds. Both the Prosecutor of Wyne
County and the Attorney GCeneral of
M chi gan have been infornmed of this
addi tional evidence. State Senator
Dani el DeGrow has witten that he is
awai ting the report of the Attorney
Ceneral's office to take action in
the matter. In a letter dated March

1, 1990, he wote, "As indicated in
nmy letter to you dated February 16,
1990, | am awaiting the outconme of

t he investigation bei ng conducted by
the Attorney General's Ofice. Wen
their report is conplete, | wll be
so advi sed and the appropriate action
will be taken at that tine." (Letter

from Daniel DeGow dated March 1,
1990)

In addition to the docunented
illegal use of $20,000 of public

noney, the Prosecutor of Wayne County
has acknow edged that approximtely
$200,000 of public state aid and
federal funds have been used to sup-
port a nonpublic school at the Ford
Rouge Pl ant. Al so, substantial public
funds are being used to subsidize
nonpublic schools at the Ford Mot or
Conmpany via the UAWFord National
Devel opnent and Training Center |o-
cated on public property at Henry
Ford Community College in Dearborn,



M chi gan.

Such activities have been acknow -
edged by the Prosecutor of Wyne
County and the Mchigan Attorney
General to be an unconstitutional and
hence a forbidden wuse of public
funds. Yet no effort has been nade by
any of the public officials involved
to retrieve the msspent nonies,
despite the fact that there are | aws
that require the recovery of any
illegally spent public noneys. MCLA
14.431 requires that "The Attorney
General or the prosecuting attorney
shall institute civil action in any
court of conpetent jurisdiction for
t he recovery of any noneys, discl osed
by any exam nation to have been ille-
gally expended or collected and not
accounted for, also for the recovery
of any public property disclosed to
have been converted and m sappropri -
ated. "

In addition, MCLA 14.143 requires
that public officials involved in the
m sappropriation of public funds be
prosecuted. "The Prosecutor (or At-
torney General) prosecutes all public
of ficials suspected of m smanagenent
of public funds."

Yet the officials involved in both
the m sappropriation of these funds
and then in the coverup, have been
encouraged in their illegal activi-
ties by the inaction of the prosecu-
tor and the attorney general.

Where there is a failure on the
part of the Prosecutor or Attorney
Ceneral's office to retrieve public
funds or to prosecute the officials
i nvol ved, the Governor has the obli-
gation to renove these officials from
of fice.

Consequently, | amrequesting that
pursuant to MCLA 14.431, 14.143 and
27.47 you investigate the situation
and provide the necessary action so
that the public noney involved is
recovered and the public officials
responsible are prosecuted. This
request is in continuation of the
whi st eblowing that is docunented in
my whistlebl ower |awsuit #87-712733-
CZ in Wayne County GCircuit Court
regarding this situation and of the
| abor departnent conplaint filed with
the M chigan Enploynent Relations
Commi ssion in 1986, case no's #86

K-291 and C86 294, CU386 K-68 and C87
D-94 through 99. Under the Wi stle-
bl ower Protection Act and under the
PERA, an enpl oyee is supposed to be
protected fromretaliation while he
or she makes an effort to have an
illegal situation corrected by the
appropriate public officials.

Aletter dated May 1, 1990 that
received from Superintendent Bem s
denonstrates that the Departnent of
Education believes that it has no
ability to deal with the m sappropri -
ation of public education funds. On
researching the law, I found that the
appropriate public entities to re-
trieve msappropriated public funds
are the attorney general's office and
the prosecutor's office, and if they
failed to conply with their obliga-
tions, your office was obligated to
take steps to renove them

| have been sent on a run around
by various public officials for over
4 years now. In the neantinme, the
public officials involved have been
given to understand that they will be
rewarded for the m sappropriation of
publ i c education funds. Clearly there
is a problemwth the law if public
noneys can be spent illegally wth
only encouragenment by the public
officials involved. The weak nmecha-
nism for dealing with such a situa-
tion seens to | eave the final author-

ity with your office. Thus | am ask-
ing for imediate action by your
office in this matter. Please ac-

know edge receipt of this letter and
informme in witing of the procedure
by which your office will undertake
to require the necessary corrective
action, nanely, the recovery of the
publ i c funds and property, the prose-
cution of the public officials re-
sponsi bl e for the m sappropriation of
the funds and for the coverup, and a
public investigation into the situa-
ti on whereby this problem has devel -
oped and has been continued despite
repeated efforts to request rectifi-
cation.
